How to Detect a “Scammer”

Spoofing. Poses as a legitimate employer by spoofing
to get people to go to the website.

Phishing. Sends fake job offers for you to respond to
asking for personal information.

Interviews. Hosts an impromptu job interview
without contacting you first to schedule a time.

Dream job illusion. Posts big job positions to
entice you to give personal information urgently.

Fees. Charges upfront fees - a red flag for a scam!

Use of trusted & well-known job sites.
Posts ads on well-known job search websites, and popular
social media outlets such as Facebook or Instagram. Look
for fake URL'’s.
