	Describe the Proposed Change Provide a concise description: Modify the instructor criteria for the A-309 Helicopter Flight Manuals course to include OAS Trainers and Currently Qualified Resource and Fire Helicopter Managers. Currently the only positions/titles recognized as instructors are HIP and HOS. 

Add additional language to define the Course Purpose in the front matter of course materials. This will meet the current Instructor Guide template used for A Course revisions and help to define the target audience. 
	Description of the IssueReason for Change Concise overview and background: The A-309 course is offered in several venues outside of ACE events and finding qualified HIP/HOS to instruct can be difficult. The HIP/HOS position does not qualify someone as an IAT. The instructor qualification change will allow knowledgeable HOS, HIP, helicopter pilot and previously or currently qualified HMGB (resource or fire) to instruct the course after being observed and signed off, following the OPM-04 and IAT Guide instructor qualification process. 

The current IAT guide and course materials do not state a course purpose. A course purpose helps to define target audience and inform potential students of the content. 
Proposed Course Purpose:
"The purpose of this course is to understand the layout and information contained in the Rotorcraft Flight Manual (RFM). This information is used to support performance planning requirements of the helicopter manager - resource position.
