Describe the Proposed Change* (Provide a concise description):
Add a "Passenger" Category to the IAT Aviation Training Positions. Training would

consist of a one time A-100 taken either on-line or in person. IAT would serve strictly as
a record system, no statistics would be calculated or included in unit compliance report.

Description of the Issue/Reason for Change* (Concise overview and background):

In our parks we have a goal, and in some instances a requirement, that all personnel on point to point flights
have taken the A-100 course. We want to track this training and easily confirm, having records available in
the short and long term. This requires registration in IAT where the most basic training plan is for aircrew
member. Assigning the aircrew member role results in additional training, monitoring workloads for the
UATA for re-currency, impacts to compliance statistics and training plan assignment issues.

Systems Affected by Change* (i.e., IAT Website, IAT Guide, Policy):

DOl level, IAT Website would require added role, training plan and possible programming so no
statistics/compliance is generated. OPM-04 and IAT Guide would need modification. Bureau plans at national
and local level may need modification.
