Describe the Proposed Change* (Provide a concise description):
Change minimum time for A-454 from 8 hrs to 4 hours.

Description of the Issue/Reason for Change* (Concise overview and background):

A454 as originally built incorporated classroom instruction, flight instruction and a final flight evaluation for each platform. A-454 is
now composed of classroom/academic instruction related to UAS platforms, but no longer incorporates flight training and final
flight evaluation. Flight training and evaluations are documented on a flight evaluation form. A full day of classroom/academic
instruction is rarely needed to provide a UAS pilot with the knowledge necessary to conduct the flight portions of UAS training. A
change to the 4 hour minimum is in line with the current course instruction standard.
