2015-2030, the 2030 United Nations Agenda Sustainable Development Goals, the New
Urban Agenda and the Paris Climate Agreement. The main motivation of the KLC2020 is to
extend the ISDR-ICL Sendai Landslide Partnerships 2015-2025 after 2025 and beyond, which
was proposed and adopted at the Second World Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction on
16 March 2015, and signed by IUGG as well as UNDRR, UNESCO, WMO, UNU, ISC, WFEO et
al.
