KENTUCKY PLAYS HOST TO MISSISSIPPI STATE ON HOMECOMING WEEKEND

No. 22/22 Kentucky will play host to No. 16/17 Mississippi State in front of alumni, friends and
community members for its annual Homecoming game Saturday. The game could also be labeled
a homecoming for Bulldogs head coach Mike Leach, who was the Wildcats’ offensive coordinator
and quarterbacks coach in 1997 and 1998 under Hal Mumme. The ranked matchup will be under
the lights for the second straight weekend at Kroger Field, with a 7:30 p.m. EDT kick off on the SEC
Network. It will mark the first meeting between a ranked Kentucky team and a ranked Mississippi
State team in school history.

The Wildcats are in the hunt for their first Southeastern Conference win at home, after following
a 4-0 start to the season with two straight heartbreaking losses in the league at then-No. 14/11 Ole
Miss and against South Carolina. The Wildcats are coming off a 24-14 loss to the Gamecocks but
without starting signal caller Will Levis, who was unavailable with a foot injury. In the next game, UK
will look to claim its first win against MSU since holding the Bulldogs to just two points two seasons
ago, as the Wildcats enjoyed a 24-2 triumph in Kroger Field in Lexington, Kentucky, on Oct. 10, 2020.

QUICK NOTES

e Kentucky is coming off of a 24-14 loss to South Carolina at Kroger Field in its SEC home opener
last Saturday, while starting quarterback Will Levis was unavailable with a foot injury.

e The Cats will will look to rebound when it plays host to Mississippi State under the lights Saturday
for its annual Homecoming game. The Bulldogs are the Wildcats’ permanent SEC West opponent.

¢ UK has held its last 10 opponents to 24 points or less, while the Wildcats went 8-2 in that
span. It is the longest streak since a 12-game stretch of 24 or fewer in the 1979-80 seasons.

e Senior quarterback Will Levis, who did not see action in the last game, is ranked 11th in the
nation and second in the SEC in passing efficiency (174.9 rating points). He is also ranked third
in the conference in passing touchdowns (12) and fourth in the conference in passing yards
(1,405), passing yards per game (281.0) and completion percentage (.688).

¢ The UK signal caller was recently named to the 2022 Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Award Top 25.
He also is on the watch lists for the Daviey O’Brien Award, the Manning Award, the Maxwell
Trophy, CFPA National Performer of the Year and the Walter Camp Player of the Year.

¢ Kentucky running back Chris Rodriguez Jr. became just the third player in program history to
earn his 16th 100-yard rushing game. He also improved to fifth place on the program’s career
rushing list with 2,938 yards.

¢ Senior outside linebacker Jordan Wright ranks 21st nationally and second in the SEC in tackles
for loss per game (1.40). He has at least 2.0 TFLs in three of five games played this season.

2022 GAME NOTES

This is head coach Mark Stoops’ 10th year as head coach at UK, making him the longest
tenured coach in program history. With Kentucky’s win at No. 12/19 Florida on Sept. 10, he
surpassed Paul “Bear” Bryant as the winningest head coach in program history and now has a
63-55 overall record.

Stoops is the second-longest tenured active head coach in the SEC, behind Alabama’s Nick
Saban, and the 11th-longest in the nation.

He has inked a contract extension that will keep him in Lexington through June 2028 with
amended financial terms.

Stoops began his tenure at Kentucky 12-26 (.316) (2013 - through first two games of 2016).
He has since gone 51-29 (.637) (2016 - present).

Stoops was named the honorary head coach of the 2022 Allstate American Football Coaches
Association (AFCA) Good Works Team for his work with the Kentucky Children’s Hospital.
Kentucky is ranked No. 22 in both the Associated Press poll and the USA Today/Coaches poll,
falling nine spots in both polls from the week before.

Prior to the season, UK earned four first-place votes, and was picked to finish second behind
defending national champion Georgia in the SEC East, in a preseason vote at SEC Media Days
in July.

The Wildcats’ defense is filled with experienced defenders, including seniors Jacquez Jones,
Keidron Smith, DeAndre Square, Tyrell Ajian and Jordan Wright and juniors J.J. Weaver and
Carrington Valentine.

Senior linebacker DeAndre Square joins former Wildcat Josh Paschal (2019-21) as the only
players in school history to be elected team captain three straight seasons.

Three new assistant coaches were hired following last season. Mike Stoops, brother of

head coach Mark Stoops, was hired as the inside linebackers coach in January, replacing

Jon Sumrall who is now the head coach at Troy University. UK named San Franciso

49ers quarterback coach Rich Scangarello the program’s new offensive coordinator and
quarterbacks coach in February, following the departure of Liam Coen for Super Bowl|
champion Los Angeles Rams. Zach Yenser was also hired away from the 49ers in February to
lead the Big Blue Wall.

Kentucky has won 19 straight nonconference games, the longest such active streak in FBS,
which dates back to the 2017 Music City Bowl loss to Northwestern.

UK’s 37 victories since the start of the 2018 season are tied with Texas A&M for the fifth-most
in the SEC ... Those 37 wins are tied with Texas A&M for the 14th-most among Power Five
programs in the nation.

The Wildcats are third in the SEC East in wins from 2016 - present (52), only behind Florida
(52) and Georgia (72).

Last season, Kentucky finished 10-3 and won the Vrbo Citrus Bowl for the second time in the
past four seasons, defeating No. 15 lowa, 20-17, on Jan. 1, 2022.

It is the second 10-win campaign in the past four seasons, after having just two in school
history prior to that (11 in 1950; 10 in 1977).

Kentucky finished 5-3 in the SEC for second place in the SEC Eastern Division in 2021. It
marked the first time since the league split into divisions in 1992 that UK ended the season in
sole possession of second place of the East. UK has finished in a tie for second in the division
on two other occasions, 2016 and 2018.

All three second-place SEC East finishes have been in the last six seasons under Mark Stoops.
UK’s 5-3 record was the second time since 1977 that UK posted a winning record in league
play (also in 2018).

UK has recorded multiple wins against ranked teams in three of the past four seasons (three in
2018, two in 2020, two in 2021). Before 2018, the Cats had just one season with multiple wins
against ranked foes in the previous 40 years (two in 2007).

Kentucky has 11 players in school history who have rushed for at least 1,900 career yards.
Four of those have come during Stoops’ tenure - Benny Snell Jr. (3,873), Chris Rodriguez Jr.
(2,938), Stanley “Boom” Williams (2,511) and A.J. Rose (1,971).

Since Brad White joined the staff in 2018, including defensive coordinator since 2019, UK has
been ranked in the top 25 in total defense in three seasons (2018, ‘19, and ‘21) and twice in
scoring defense (2018 and ‘19). Currently, UK is in the top 20 in both categories for 2022.
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e UK has allowed 30 or fewer points in 52 of its past 58 games, including 37 of the last 43
games since Brad White became coordinator, and has held its last 10 opponents to 24 points
or less.

e« UK has allowed fewer than 400 yards in 10 consecutive games.

e During Stoops’ tenure, the Wildcats have had nine different starting quarterbacks win a game in
Jalen Whitlow, Maxwell Smith, Patrick Towles, Drew Barker, Stephen Johnson, Luke Wright, Lynn
Bowden Jr., Terry Wilson and Will Levis.

e Since 2016, UK is 20-9 (.689) in games decided by seven points or less.

e The Wildcats signed their highest-rated recruiting class in school history in 2022. Six of the
first-year players are seeing significant action already.

LAST TIME OUT

e  Kentucky is coming off of a 24-14 loss to South Carolina at Kroger Field in Lexington,
Kentucky, in its SEC home opener last Saturday.

e Redshirt freshman quarterback Kaiya Sheron was named a starter at kick off, while Will Levis

was unavailable with a foot injury.
e  Sheron had 15 completions, and just one interception, on 27 attempts for 178 yards
and two touchdowns in his collegiate debut.
e The redshirt freshman recorded the first touchdown of his career on a 16-yard pass to
tight end Jordan Dingle in the second quarter. He later connected with running back
JuTahn McClain on a 10-yard touchdown throw.
e Running back Chris Rodriguez Jr. rushed 22 times for 126 yards.
e This was the 16th 100-yard rushing game of his career, the third-most in program
history.
e  Kentucky had 11 players catch passes in the game against South Carolina, the most since
October 24, 2015 when 11 Wildcats had receptions at Mississippi State.
e Tight end Jordan Dingle hauled in the second score of his career on a 16-yard touchdown pass
from Kaiya Sheron for Kentucky’s first points of the game.
e  Dingle has scored touchdowns in back-to-back games after he caught a 17-yard
touchdown pass at Ole Miss.
e Running back JuTahn McClain had a 10-yard touchdown reception in the fourth quarter, his
first score of the season.
e |t marked his only reception of the night.
e  He also rushed three times for 19 yards.
e Wide receiver Chauncey Magwood led all wideouts with two receptions for 37 yards.
e Linebacker DeAndre Square led Kentucky with nine total tackles on 1.5 TFL and tied linebacker
Jordan Wright for the team lead with six solo tackles.
e  Square tied defensive back Tyrell Ajian in sacks with one apiece.
. Linebacker Jordan Wright had seven tackles, including six solo tackles, for a team-best 2.0 TFL.
e Linebacker Trevin Wallace had his first career interception at Kentucky’s 13-yard line to kill a
five-play drive preventing South Carolina from scoring before halftime.

KENTUCKY-MISSISSIPPI STATE SERIES

e Kentucky trails the all-time series against Mississippi State, 25-24. However, the Wildcats lead
the series in Lexington, 15-9.

. Mississippi State is UK’s permanent SEC Western Division opponent.

e It’s been a back-and-forth affair between the Wildcats and the Bulldogs for the last seven
seasons, since 2015. During that span, the Cats have won every-other-game.

e Qver the last six seasons, since 2016, the teams are split, 3-3, with each team winning at
their respective homes.

e Inthe last two games hosted at Kroger Field, the Wildcats have held the Bulldogs to seven points
or less. UK defeated MSU, 28-7, in 2018 and again, 24-2, in 2020.

e  The last time the two teams met at Kroger Field, Kentucky held the Mike Leach-coached
Bulldogs to the fewest points that any Leach-coached team has ever scored at the time.

o Previously, Leach-coached teams, which feature the Air Raid offense that Hal Mumme
used at Kentucky, had never been held below three points.

KENTUCKY-MISSISSIPPI STATE CONNECTIONS

Kentucky’s roster has three players from the state of Mississippi, including WR Jordan Anthony
(Tylertown), LS Cade Degraw (Lake Cormorant) and DL Josaih Hayes (Horn Lake).
Moreover, DB Londyn Craft transferred to Kentucky as a graduate student, before fall camp,
after playing four seasons at Mississippi State.

e  Craft saw action in 20 career games, with eight starts, at State.
There are no players from Kentucky on Mississippi State’s roster.
Mississippi State head coach Mike Leach was the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks
coach at Kentucky during the 1997 and 1998 seasons under Hal Mumme.

e Leach helped mold former UK star quarterback Tim Couch into a Heisman Trophy

finalist and No. 1 overall NFL draft pick.

Miss. State athletics director John Cohen was the head baseball coach at Kentucky from 2004-
08.

KENTUCKY VS. THE RANKED

Kentucky has played 262 ranked teams in the Associated Press poll in its history, while the
Wildcats are 49-208-5 in those games. UK is 1-1 vs. the ranked this season.

Since 2015, the Wildcats are 10-13 against ranked teams.

Kentucky has won four of its last six ranked meetings, including No. 23 NC State in 2020, No.
10 Florida and No. 17 lowa in 2021 and No. 12 Florida in 2022.

Kentucky’s last ranked win was earlier this season at No. 12 Florida, 26-16, on Sept. 10, 2022.
This will mark the first meeting between a ranked Kentucky team and a ranked Mississippi
State team in school history.

UK is 2-7 all-time vs. a ranked Mississippi State. The two wins came in 1953, a 32-13 win over
the 20th-ranked Bulldogs in Lexington and in 2018, a 28-7 win over the 14th-ranked Bulldogs
in Lexington.

The last time the Wildcats played and also defeated a ranked Mississippi State team was in
2018, when unranked (but receiving votes) Wildcats upset the 14th-ranked Bulldogs, 28-7, in
Lexington.

A UK WIN WOULD...

Be the Wildcats’ fourth straight win against the Bulldogs in Lexington.

Help Kentucky to a 5-2 record on the season (just one win away from bowl eligibility), the fifth
time in head coach Mark Stoops era the program has got off to as good of a start joining 2014,
2017, 2018 and 2021.

Extend Stoops’ all-time record of wins at Kentucky to 64, his all-time record of SEC wins at
Kentucky to 31 and his all-time record of wins at Kentucky at home to 45.

Give UK its second win over a ranked opponent this season. UK also defeated No. 12/19
Florida on Sept. 10.

WILL POWERED

After transferring from Penn State in 2021, quarterback Will Levis earned the starting spot early

in fall camp and started all 13 games, throwing for 2,827 yards and 24 touchdowns. He also

rushed for 376 net yards and nine TDs.

e In his UK debut against ULM in 2021, he passed for 367 yards and four touchdowns.
He became just the second quarterback in the SEC since 2000 to rack up at least 350
passing yards, with at least four passing touchdowns and at least a 65 percent completion
percentage in a win in his first career start, joining J.T. Daniels of Georgia (vs. Mississippi
State in 2020).

e  Last season, against Louisville on Nov. 27, he rushed 14 times for a career-high 113 yards
and a career-best four touchdowns. His four touchdowns tied the single-game school
records for most rushing TDs and most total TDs.

UK'’s single-season rushing list and made him the leading returning rusher in the SEC in 2022.

HERE’S TO YOU, MR. ROBINSON

Senior wide receiver Tayvion Robinson has made a big splash at Kentucky.

In three seasons at Virginia Tech, he caught 113 passes for 1,555 yards and eight touchdowns.

In his Kentucky debut against Miami (Ohio) on Sept. 3, the transfer from Virginia Tech
tied his career high with six catches, good for a career-best 136 yards, the first 100-
yard game of his career. His first UK play was a 45-yard catch-and-run that set up the
Wildcats’ first touchdown of the season. He followed with two catches on a field-goal
drive, then a 41-yard reception to set up another field goal. He also contributed with a
23-yard punt return that preceded UK’s third field-goal drive of the game.

He proved his versatility at then-No. 12/19 Florida, seeing time at running back with
four carries for 11 yards. He also played some running back at Ole Miss.

He set a new career bests with seven catches for 147 receiving yards and two
touchdowns against Northern Illinois, including touchdown receptions on 69 and 40
yards. The 69-yarder marked the longest of his collegiate career.

He also averaged 11.4 yards on punt returns, including a 60-yard TD jaunt.
Including his time at Virginia Tech, he has started and caught a pass in 32 consecutive games,
which ranks among FBS leaders:

Through week six, freshman wide receiver Dane Key is second on the team with 19 catches
for 291 yards and is tied for a team-high three touchdowns receiving.

Key’s three touchdown catches already ties the program’s freshman single-season
record, joining Derek Abney in 2000 and Tommy Cook in 2001.

The last Wildcat with a touchdown catch in the first three games of a season was
La’Rod King in 2011.

Key also became the only true freshman at UK, since freshmen were granted eligibility
in 1972, to record receiving touchdowns in each of his first two collegiate games and
the first freshman since Derek Abney (2000) to catch at least two scores through his
first two games (Abney had a pair of TD catches vs. South Florida in his debut).

Key snagged a 55-yard touchdown at Florida, with a highly contested leaping catch, to earn
SEC Freshman of the Week honors for his impressive performance in The Swamp.

WHAT CAN BROWN DO FOR YOU?

Freshman wide receiver Barion Brown is second in the nation and first in the Southeastern
Conference in kickoff return average at 47.7 yards per six attempts. He is also ranked seventh
in the SEC in all-purpose yards per game (98.0) and 11th in the conference in yards per
reception (16.94).

He earned his third SEC honor this season after racking up 245 all-purpose yards on just five
touches at then-No. 14/11 Ole Miss. He caught two passes for 81 yards and had three kickoff
returns for 164 yards. The 164 kickoff return yards set a new single-game freshman record,
breaking Tony Mayes’ record of 159 set vs. Georgia in 1983.

e He also was previously named SEC Special Teams Player of the Week after the season
opener and was SEC co-Freshman of the Week after his first 100-yard receiving game
against Northern lllinois.

e Heis the first Wildcat to win a SEC weekly award three times in a single season since
Lynn Bowden Jr. in 2019.

The rookie is the only player in the nation with two 80-plus yard kickoff returns (vs. Miami

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“BIG BLUE WALL”

2022 GAME NOTES

The Kentucky offensive line was one of four units named as a finalist for the Joe Moore Award
in 2021, recognizing the Most Outstanding Offensive Line Unit in college football.
e |t was the fourth consecutive season that the Kentucky offensive line, known as the “Big
Blue Wall,” has been recognized by the award for its work in the trenches.
Behind Kentucky’s talented “Big Blue Wall” is running back Chris Rodriguez Jr.. He ranked
second in the Southeastern Conference and 12th nationally with 106.1 rushing yards per game
last season. He totaled 1,379 yards and set a school record with nine 100-yard rushing games in
2021.
e In his season debut in 2022, the “Big Blue Wall” helped him rush 19 times for 72 yards
and one touchdown at No. 14/11 Ole Miss on Oct. 1.
e Inthe second game of the season against South Carolina, he had his 16th 100-plus yard
rushing game of his career with 126 yards on 22 carries.
Although the “Big Blue Wall” lost key members in C Luke Fortner, LT Darian Kinnard to the NFL
Draft and RT Dare Rosenthal as well, the unit returned preseason All-SEC selection Kenneth
Horsey and Outland Trophy Watch Lister Eli Cox.

WHITE-OUT

Fourth-year defensive coordinator Brad White has proven to be an excellent hire after Coach
Mark Stoops plucked him from the National Football League in 2018. During White’s term,
Kentucky has steadily become more stout on that side of the ball and other programs have
taken notice, as White has turned down several other coaching opportunities in that time.
For the first time since 1986-89, UK has allowed 26 or fewer points per game in four straight
seasons.

For the first time since 1959-62 it has yielded 160 rushing yards or fewer per game for four
straight seasons.

In today’s high-scoring offensive game, the UK defense has held opponents to 30 or fewer
points in 37 of his 43 games as coordinator.

DEFENSE, DEFENSE, DEFENSE

Kentucky allowed just 177 passing yards in its latest game against South Carolina on Oct. 8, while
UK has allowed fewer than 215 passing yards in all six games this season. It has allowed fewer
than 200 passing yards in five of six games this season.
e UK held its first four opponents of the season to under 200 passing yards, the first time it
has done so through the first four games since 1989. |
The Wildcat defense dominated their opponents in the first three weeks, holding each opposing
squad to under 300 total yards. It marked the first time the UK defense has done so since the
first three games of 1989.
e Moreover, Kentucky held its first three opponents of the season to a combined 761 yards
of total offense, its fewest in the first three games since 2008 (752 in first three games).
e  UKalso limited Florida and Youngstown State to under 50 percent completions, the first
time in back-to-back games since 2018 (Florida and Murray State).
e UK had held its opponents scoreless for six straight quarters for the first time since
2019, after a second-half shutout at Florida on Sept. 10 and the game shutout against
Youngstown State on Sept. 17.

MAYBE NEXT TIME

The Wildcat defense is ranked fourth in the SEC and 28th in the nation in third-down conversion
percent defense, holding their opponents to converting on third down just 26 times in 83
attempts (.313) through week six.

That has helped Kentucky give up just 10 touchdowns through six games this season, which is
tied for the third-fewest in the league and the 18th fewest in the nation.

Learn & Adjust: Prior to its previous game against South Carolina, Kentucky allowed just 15
second-half points through five games.

VALENTINE’S BAY SEASON
e Junior defensive back Carrington Valentine is tied for second in the conference and 24th in
the nation with eight defended passes, thanks to one interception against Youngstown State
and seven pass breakups through six games this season.
e Infact, he had a career-high three pass breakups in UK’s win at then-No. 12/19 UF.
e He and two other conference foes are tied for the team lead in pass breakups with seven
total.

IT'S HIP TO BE SQUARE

e  Seniorinside linebacker DeAndre Square has been named one of the 51 players on the watch
list for the Butkus Award, given to the nation’s top linebacker since 1985. The watch list
features 51 linebackers, mirroring the legendary “51” pro jersey associated with the award’s
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namesake, Dick Butkus, who was recognized by NFL Films as the best defensive player in
football history. The Butkus Award is focused on recognizing linebackers who consistently
play off the ball on their feet in a two-point stance in traditional form.

e  He started the season opener against Miami (Ohio) on Sept. 3, marking his fourth straight
start in a season opener. He became the first Wildcat to do so since tight end C.J. Conrad in
2015-18. He became the first defensive Wildcat to do so since cornerback Trevard Lindley in
2006-09. He led the Wildcats in tackles in the opener with seven stops.

e  Square leads the team in tackles with 41, which is 10 more than anyone else on the team.

e He needs just 15 stops to reach 300 in his career.

PRICE IS WRIGHT

. Kentucky super senior and outside linebacker Jordan Wright has been wreaking havoc on
opposing offenses. He currently leads the team with 7.0 tackles for loss (23 yards) and ranks
21st nationally and second in the SEC at 1.4 TFL per game.

e He has at least 2.0 TFLs in three of five games played this season.

. He made an instant impact on the field in his first outing of the season against then-No. 12/19
Florida, his home-state school.

. He earned SEC co-Defensive Player of the Week for his work, which included:

e  Made a game-changing interception while totaling six tackles, a quarterback sack,
another tackle for loss, and caused a fumble.

e With Kentucky trailing 16-7 late in the second quarter, he made a spectacular one-
handed interception and returned it to the Florida six-yard line, setting up a UK
touchdown that swung the momentum in favor of the Wildcats.

e From that point, UK limited Florida to no points, five first downs and 91 total yards
in the second half; it was the first time UF had been shut out in the second half since
2017.

e Inthe third quarter, stopped a possession with an eight-yard sack, forcing a punt.

e Also credited with a five-yard tackle for loss and a caused fumble.

GAINING CLOUT WITH THE SHUTOUT

e Inthe Wildcats’ 31-0 triumph over Youngstown State on Sept. 17, UK recorded its first shutout
since a 42-0 win over Miami (Ohio) at a neutral-site game in Cincinnati, Ohio, on Sept. 5, 2009 .

e It marked Kentucky’s first shutout at home since defeating Vanderbilt 25-0 on Nov. 16, 1996 (25-
0) and first shutout since the facility was named Kroger Field in 2015.

e |t was UK’s largest margin of victory in a home shutout since a 35-0 win over Kent State in 1993.

. It marked Kentucky’s first first-half shutout since LSU on Oct. 9, 2021, and their second-straight,
second-half shutout since holding Florida off the scoreboard in week two on Sept. 10, 2022.

JORDAN YEAR

e Albeit by chance, a few members of the 2022 Kentucky football team are connected to
Michael Jordan, perhaps the greatest basketball player in history, and the Jordan River from
the Bible.

e Six Wildcats were given the name Jordan, both as an ode to Michael’s greatness and to the
Jordan River, which is important in biblical circles, while some have no specific meaning to
either.

e The six student-athletes include WR Jordan Anthony, TE Jordan Dingle, DB Jordan Lovett, LS
Jordan Morrow, DB Jordan Robinson and OLB Jordan Wright. Lovett and Anthony said they
were named after Michael Jordan, while Wright and Dingle claim they were named after the
Jordan River.

HONORING THE CATS

. WR/KOR returner Barion Brown has 17 catches for 288 yards and two touchdowns. He is
second in the nation in kickoff returns (47.7-yard average), including a 100-yard kickoff
return for a touchdown. He’s been named both SEC Special Teams Player of the Week
and SEC co-Freshman Player of the Week (twice) for his efforts.

e WR Dane Key is second on the team in receiving with 19 catches for 291 yards, while he
is tied for the team lead for touchdown receptions with three.

DEBUT IN BLUE

Kentucky had 15 players make their debut in blue and white in the season opener against
Miami (Ohio) on Sept. 3, eight of whom are true freshmen: DB Alex Afari Jr., WR Barion
Brown, DB Zion Childress (soph.), DL Tomiwa Durojaiye, LB Tyreese Fearbry, DB Maxwell
Hairston (RS fr.), QB Deuce Hogan (soph.), RB Ramon Jefferson (sr.), WR Dane Key, OL
Tashawn Manning (sr.), LB Noah Matthews, WR Tayvion Robinson (sr.), DB Keidron Smith
(sr.), LB Keaten Wade and DT Deone Walker.

CATS IN THE NATIONAL POLLS

Kentucky is currently ranked No. 22 in both the Associated Press poll and the USA Today/
Coaches poll, falling nine spots in each poll going into week seven.

The Wildcats were ranked in the top 10 in both the Associated Press poll (7th) and coaches’
poll (8th) for three straight weeks to close out the month of September, climbing one spot in
each poll over that stretch. The Cats dropped out of the top 10, to No. 13 in both polls, after
their loss at then-No. 14/11 Ole Miss on Oct. 1, before earning their current placement at No.
22 in both polls.

e Kentucky hadn’t been ranked in the top 10 in three straight weeks in the AP poll since
Nov. 14, 1977 (7th), Nov. 21, 1977 (7th) and Nov. 28, 1977 (7th), while this was the
first instance of being ranked in the top 10 in even just two consecutive weeks in the
coaches’ poll.

Kentucky moved into the top 10 and remained there from the Sept. 11 - Oct. 2. The Wildcats
were tabbed No. 9 in the AP poll and No. 10 in the AFCA Coaches’ poll, jumping 11 and 10
spots, respectively, from its placement in the polls the week before.

e It marked UK’s first top-10 ranking in the AP poll since Oct. 14, 2007 (No. 8) when the
Wildcats were 6-1, and the 26th time in program history.

e It marked UK’s first top-10 ranking in the coaches poll since Sept. 30, 2007 (No. 8) when
the Wildcats were 5-0, and only the second time in program history.

For the first time in school history, Kentucky was ranked in both national preseason polls,
coming in at 20 in the AP poll and 21 in the USA TODAY Sports AFCA Coaches Poll.

Kentucky ended the 2021 season ranked No. 15 in the USA Today Coaches poll and No. 18 in
the AP poll.

e It marked just the second time since 1984 the Cats were ranked in the AP’s final poll of
the season. In 2018, the Cats finished 11th.

e The Cats spent nine weeks in the Coaches Poll and eight in the AP Poll in 2021.

e Kentucky entered the AP Top 25 on Oct. 3, coming in at No. 16, advancing to No. 11
after the win over LSU ... It marked he highest AP ranking for UK since Oct. 28, 2018, when
the Cats were No. 11 after a 7-1 start. The Cats also have been as high as No. 11 in the
USA Today Coaches Poll, their highest ranking since ending the 2018 season at No. 11.

ON THE UP & UP...

Kentucky finished the 2021 season 10-3 for the first time since 2018 and just the fourth time
in school history.

Kentucky went 5-3 in the SEC and finished in second place in the SEC Eastern Division.

It is the first time since the league split into divisions in 1992 that UK ended the season in sole
possession of second place of the East.

UK also finished in a tie for second in the division on two other occasions (2016, 2018).

All three second-place East finishes have been in the last six seasons under Mark Stoops.

It also marked just the second time since 1977 that UK posted a winning record in league play
(2018, 2021).

SIMPLY STOOPS-ENDOUS

UK head coach Mark Stoops has proven to be an excellent hire, turning around a struggling
program and making him the first UK coach to lead the program to a sixth consecutive bowl

appearance. He also has erased a number of the long-standing hurdles and streaks in the program’s

COUCH ON THE BALLOT

Former Kentucky quarterback Tim Couch has
been named to the 2023 ballot for induction into
the College Football Hall of Fame, the National
Football Foundation (NFF) & College Hall of Fame
announced.Couch is one of 80 players and nine
coaches from the Football Bow! Subdivision and 96
players and 33 coaches from the divisional ranks.

A storied name of the Kentucky program,
Couch, was the team’s quarterback from 1996-98.
After giving up his senior season of eligibility,
he was drafted as the No. 1 pick by Cleveland in
the 1999 NFL Draft. In 1998, the junior quarter-
back was named a first-team All-American and
consensus Southeastern Conference Player of the
Year. Couch completed 400 of 553 passes for 4,275
yards and 36 touchdowns and led the nation in
pass completions while ranked second in comple-
tion percentage, passing yardage and touchdown
passes, and fourth in total offense. After guiding
the Wildcats to the Outback Bowl, UK’s first New
Year’s Day bowl appearance in 47 years, Couch
finished fourth in Heisman Trophy balloting. He
was also a finalist for the Davey O’Brien National
Quarterback Award as a junior and sophomore.
His breakout sophomore campaign featured 363
of 547 passes completed for 3,884 yards and
37 touchdowns while leading the nation in pass
attempts, completions, yardage, and completion
percentage. Also during his sophomore year,
Couch earned second-team All-SEC honors and fin-
ished ninth in Heisman voting. He played in seven
games as a true freshman, with two starts. Career
wise, Couch completed 795 passes on 1,184
attempts for 8,435 yards and 74 touchdowns. The
legend ended his career with seven NCAA records,
14 SEC records, and 26 school records.

Couch, also a standout at Leslie County High
School in Hyden, Kentucky, was inducted into the
National Federation of State High School Associa-
tions (NFHS) National High School Hall of Fame in
2021.

Along with Square, the team’s
permanent season captains include returning captains Will Levis, Christopher Rodriguez Jr., and first-
time captains Kenneth Horsey, Jacquez Jones, J.J. Weaver and Jordan Wright. Game captains will be
decided on a week-by-week basis.

. In combination with generous gifts from other donors, the CFTK Foundation will
support the purchase and operation of a mobile clinic to serve pediatric patients in
rural areas of Kentucky. The mobile will have the capacity to see up to 1,100 patients
per year in pediatric cardiology, hemophilia/blood disorders, high BMI and adolescent
mental health. The unit can also serve as a primary pediatric service with the ability to
complete routine well visits and sports and school physicals.

The SEC leads all conferences with 82 selections to the Allstate AFCA Good Works Team
since it began in 1992. Georgia is in first place with 22 honorees, while Kentucky follows
with 17 honorees.

GOODFELLOW SEMIFINALIST FOR WILLIAM V. CAMPBELL TROPHY

Punter Colin Goodfellow was named one of 156 semifinalists for the National Football
Foundation & College Hall of Fame (NFF) 2022 William V. Campbell Trophy?®, college
football’s premier scholar-athlete award.

Celebrating its 33rd year, the Campbell Trophy® recognizes an individual as the absolute
best football scholar-athlete in the nation for his combined academic success, football
performance and exemplary leadership.

Goodfellow, excels in every facet of being a student-athlete. In the classroom, the Cleveland
native graduated summa cum laude in May of 2021 with a nursing degree and is currently
working on a second degree in kinesiology and health promotion. He was named a second-
team College Sports Information Directors of America (CoSIDA) Academic All-American in
2021 and is a four-time SEC Fall Academic Honor Roll member (2018-21). He also is five-time
member of the Dean’s List.

Goodfellow has been very active in the community during his time as a Wildcat, most
recently co-founding, along with teammate and kicker Matt Ruffolo, a fundraiser called
“Kicks for Kids.” The duo created the fundraiser with a goal of raising $25K to donate to
Kentucky Children’s Hospital’s Child Life Program in celebration of the Hospital’s 25th
anniversary. The Child Life Program provides essential support and coping services for
pediatric patients and their families who are seeking care at the hospital. The child life
specialists incorporate play into a patient’s hospital stay to help the child understand a
medical procedure on their level or take their mind off of the difficult situations they are
facing. “Kicks for Kids” launched in early September.

He also has volunteered with God’s Pantry by picking up and delivering crates of food, has
helped make blankets for Project Linus-Home, a non-profit organization which provides
handmade blankets to children in need, and he has volunteered to help young nursing
students work on their first aid skills.

On the field, he emerged as one of the nation’s top punters in 2021, averaging 45.9 yards per
kick, which ranked the second-highest average for a season in school history. This season,

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he is currently on the watch list for the Ray Guy Award, given to the nation’s top punter. In
five games, has 15 punts for 631 yards, averaging 42.1 yards per punt.

GEIGER ON WUERFFEL TROPHY WATCH LIST

Junior defensive back Jalen Geiger is on the 2022 Wuerffel Trophy watch list for his
community service work.

Geiger, a product of Columbia, South Carolina, grew up in a military family as his dad, Tony,
was a Chief Warrant Officer (CW3) in the United States Army for 21 years with five combat
deployments, while his mom, Ramona, retired as a First Sergeant (E-8) after 25 years of
service with three combat deployments in the Army. Due to his parents’ military service,
Jalen attended six different schools from kindergarten through 12th grade. He knows a thing
or two about what it feels like to be the new kid in class and how hard it can be to make
new friends. Because of his background, Jalen has a passion for helping elementary school-
age kids so they don’t feel alone and he uses his platform as a football player to help kids

in need. In 2021, he found a mentorship opportunity at Liberty Elementary in Lexington,
Kentucky. He visited the school on several occasions, playing with the kids and talking to
them about learning and trusting their teachers. He will continue that work in 2022 with
plans to talk more to the kids about anti-bullying and being kind to one another

When asked by the principal about working hard for Coach Stoops, he said, “He (Jalen) works
hard because Coach Stoops believes in him and knows what he is capable of accomplishing.
He related it back to trusting your teachers and working hard for them because they want
you to be your best. Jalen is quiet in nature, but what he says really resonates with my
students.”

Other community service events Jalen has volunteered for include: Real Men Read (2021)

— Volunteered to read to a group of first graders at Yates Elementary three times during

the season; Citrus Bowl Volunteer Project (2021) — Volunteered to mentor children in the
Orlando area at an amusement park ... Paired up with one of the students and began a
friendship with him and talked to him about the importance of school because he was

not doing well in the classroom; God’s Pantry (2020) - Volunteered to pack food bags for
food insecurity elementary students in the Lexington area to take home for the weekends;
Lighthouse Ministries (2020) — Volunteered to prepare, clean and serve meals to the
homeless; Belk Bowl Volunteer Project (2020) — Volunteered to pack food bags for people in
the Charlotte area with food and/or home insecurities in the community.

On the field, the 6-foot-1, 197-pounder, played in all 13 games last season with two starting
assignments. He totaled 18 tackles, a tackle for loss, a quarterback hurry, a pass breakup and
an interception for a touchdown.

In 2022, he recorded a combined seven tackles, including three solo tackles, before he was
carted off after a blindside block in the second game of the season at Florida on Sept. 10. He
will miss the remainder of the season.

J.J. WEAVER IS MAKING AN “IMPACT”

Junior outside linebacker J.J. Weaver is one of 42 candidates on the 2022 Lott IMPACT Trophy
Watch List, the only major college football award that considers character.

Named after NFL Hall of Famer Ronnie Lott, The Lott Trophy annually goes to the Defensive
IMPACT Player of the Year, a player who has had the biggest impact on his team both on and

off the field. IMPACT stands for Integrity, Maturity, Performance, Academics, Community and
Tenacity, all characteristics exhibited by Lott during his illustrious playing career.

In 2021, Weaver earned six starting assignments and totaled 34 tackles, 10.0 tackles for loss
(second on the team), a team-high 6.0 sacks, four quarterback hurries, two interceptions, one
forced fumble and one pass breakups. He was named third-team All-SEC by Phil Steele.

He was having a breakout freshman campaign in 2020 with 33.5 tackles and 6.5 tackles for a loss
through nine games of the 2020 season when he suffered a torn anterior cruciate ligament in his
right knee at Florida. Despite missing the final two games, he still earned All-SEC Freshman Team
honors. That injury was just one part of a very difficult year for Weaver, who also lost his father
to homicide and then in the fall of 2021 lost his beloved high school coach, Rob Reader, to liver
cancer. As a result, his challenging off-season included both the rehabilitation of his knee and

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undergoing counseling to deal with his grief. Both were successful as
he returned to the field with a strong knee and a clear mind. He was
named the Mayo Clinic Comeback Player of the Year Award and was a
Capital One Orange Bowl Courage Award nominee in 2021 because of
his resolve on and off the field.

Another interesting note about Weaver is that he has polydactyly, a
condition in which a person has more than five fingers or toes on one,
or on each, hand or foot. Weaver plays with six functioning fingers

on his right hand. He now not only uses his platform to speak to
elementary school kids on the importance of mental health but also
how to embrace being different.

Since the beginning of 2018, the Cats have two ranked wins at
home, including against No. 10 Florida (2021) and No. 14 Mississippi
State (2018).

COACHING CHANGES

Rich Scangarello was named Kentucky’s new offensive coordinator
and quarterbacks coach on Feb. 25. Scangarello coached seven years
in the NFL and 15 in the collegiate ranks. He arrived in Kentucky fresh
off a run to the NFC Championship game with the San Francisco 49ers.
He replaced Liam Coen who left to be the offensive coordinator for
the Los Angeles Rams.

Zach Yenser was named UK’s new offensive line coach on Feb.

22. He came to UK after three seasons with the 49ers. Prior to

that, he spent three seasons at Kansas (2015-17) as the run game
coordinator/offensive line coach and had coaching stints at Southern
Methodist (2018), California (2013-14), Louisiana Tech (2010-12),
Colquitt County High School (2009) and Henderson State (2008).
He began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at his alma
mater Troy University in 2007, working with special teams and the
offensive lineman under former Wildcat and beloved UK assistant
coach John Schlarman. He replaced Eric Wolford, who left to
become the offensive line coach at Alabama.

Mike Stoops was hired on Jan. 18, 2022 as Kentucky’s new inside
linebackers coach. He came to UK after spending the 2021 season
as the defensive coordinator and safeties coach at Florida Atlantic.
Prior to that he spent two seasons (2019 and 2020) at Alabama as
an analyst on Nick Saban’s staff, highlighted by the 2020 national
championship. He also was the assistant head coach and defensive
coordinator at Oklahoma from 2012-18 and was the head coach

at Arizona from 2004-11. He had a first term at Oklahoma from
1999-2003, including the 2000 national championship season. He
replaced Jon Sumrall, who left to become the head coach at Troy.
Mike is the brother of head coach Mark Stoops. They coached
together ar Arizona as Mark served as defensive coordinator.

CATS IN THE NFL DRAFT

Kentucky had four selections in the 2022 NFL Draft - Wan’Dale
Robinson (2nd round, New York Giants, Josh Paschal (2nd, Detroit
Lions), Luke Fortner (3rd, Jacksonville Jaguars) and Darian Kinnard
(5th, Kansas City Chiefs).

In total, 22 players have been drafted under head coach Mark
Stoops since 2013, including 13 defensive players in Avery
Williamson, Bud Dupree, Za’Darius Smith, Josh Forrest, Josh Allen,
Lonnie Johnson, Mike Edwards, Jamin Davis, Kelvin Joseph, Quinton
Bohanna, Brandin Echols and Josh Paschal.

Kentucky has totaled four or more players selected in the first five
rounds three times in school history, including twice in the last four
years under Coach Mark Stoops - 2022, 2019 and 1966.

Kentucky had 19 players make 2022 National Football League 53-
man rosters, as announced before the start of the 2022 NFL season.

Quarterback Will Levis passed for 303 yards and three
touchdowns as No. 20/21 Kentucky opened the 2022 sea-
son with a 37-13 win over Miami (Ohio) at Kroger Field.

Tayvion Robinson, playing in his first game as a Cat,
caught six passes for 136 yards, while true freshman Dane
Key caught four passes for 53 yards and his first career
touchdown.

It was Key’s classmate, Barion Brown, who electrified
the crowd, and broke open the game, with a 100-yard
kickoff return for a touchdown to begin the second half.

The UK defense allowed just 290 total yards in the game. DeAndre Square led
UK with seven tackles, while another true freshman, Alex Afari, had six tackles,
including one and a half tackles for loss and his first career sack.

Miami took the opening possession of the game, beginning at their own 25. The
RedHawks got 43 yards passing from quarterback Brett Gabbert, driving deep into
UK territory. Then, running back Tyre Shelton went off left tackle, broke through
the UK secondary and scored, giving Miami the lead. Graham Nicholson added the
point after and the RedHawks led 7-0 with 9:39 to play in the first quarter.

Kentucky took over and the Cats got a big play immediately. Levis connected
with Robinson, who broke a couple of tackles on his way to a 45-yard gain on UK’s
first play from scrimmage. UK would get into the red zone when Levis connected
with Key for a 19-yard gain, getting to the Miami six yard line. Two plays later, Levis
hit tight end Brendan Bates with a touchdown pass in the front left corner of the
end zone. Matt Ruffolo added the PAT and the game was tied 7-7 with 7:29 to play
in the first period.

Miami would get one first down on its next possession before the UK defense
forced a punt. Kentucky would take the ensuing possession and methodically
march into Miami territory. The first period would come to an end with the game
still tied 7-7 and the Cats on the Miami 25 yard line.

Kentucky would get into the Miami red zone early in the second. Then, on fourth
and two from the Miami four yard line, Levis was intercepted by Miami’s Eli Blakey.
The RedHawks would take over on their own six with 12:36 left in the half.

The RedHawks could not take advantage of the turnover. Miami would have
a third-and-four from their own 12 when Gabbert’s pass was broken up by
Carrington Valentine. Then, the RedHawks punt was partially blocked by UK’s JJ
Weaver, giving UK the ball at the Miami 32 with 11:08 left in the half.

Kentucky would get a big play on first down when Levis hit Key again, this time
for a 17-yard completion. But the Cats’ drive stalled and UK was forced to settle
for a 34-yard Ruffolo field goal. The super senior converted it and the Cats led 10-7
with 9:22 to play in the half.

Miami responded with a scoring drive of its own. The RedHawks got into UK
territory by covering 45 yards in just seven plays before the Cats came up with a
defensive stop. That forced Miami into a 48-yard field goal that Nicholson convert-
ed, tying the game at 10-10 with 6:10 remaining in the half.

The next two possessions went three-and-out, one by each team. The Cats took
over on their own 16 with 2:04 left in the half. The drive appeared to be going
nowhere until Levis hit Robinson across the middle for a 41-yard gain. Levis then
hit Kavosiey Smoke with a screen pass for a 10-yard gain, setting the Cats up at the
Miami 19 with 19 seconds left in the half.

JuTahn McClain would rush for six yards on the next play, which was followed
by a UK timeout with 14 seconds to play in the half. Levis and Robinson connected
again on the next play, getting UK to the Miami seven with six seconds left on the
clock. On the next play, Levis could not find an open receiver and threw the ball
away. That set up another Ruffolo field goal attempt, this one from 25 yards, that
the super senior nailed as time expired in the half with the Cats holding a 13-10
advantage.

The Cats would start the second half with a bang. Brown took the second half
kickoff and raced down the left sideline, outrunning the Miami defense for a
100-yard kickoff return touchdown. It was Brown'’s first career touchdown and it,
combined with Ruffolo’s PAT, gave UK a 20-10 lead just 13 seconds into the second
half.

Miami took possession but, on the second play from scrimmage, Tyrell Ajian
forced a Jaylor Bestor fumble that was recovered by UK’s Keidron Smith, who
returned it to the eight yard line. On the second play of the ensuing drive, Levis
connected with Chauncey Magwood in the end zone for an eight-yard score. It was
Magwood’s first career touchdown. Ruffolo nailed the point after and Kentucky led
27-10 with 13:58 still to play in the third quarter.

Miami would answer with an 11-play, 65-yard drive that ended with a 27-yard
field goal by Nicholson. The kick was good and UK’s lead was cut to 27-13 with 9:04
left in the third quarter.

The teams would exchange punts, but the Cats got the better end of that deal
when Robinson returned the Miami punt 23 yards to the RedHawks 48 yard line.

Kentucky would get one first down on the next drive but the drive ultimately
stalled. UK called on Ruffolo again and again he delivered, this time from 50 yards
out, giving the Cats a 30-13 lead with 1:09 left in the third quarter.

Early in the fourth quarter, Miami was forced to punt again and the Cats took
over on their own 16 with 12:58 to play. The Cats would move the ball methodically
until Levis hit Brown on a 38-yard completion, getting UK within striking distance.
Key would draw a pass interference penalty in the end zone and, three plays later,
he would catch his first collegiate touchdown, a one-yard strike from Levis. Ruffolo
added the PAT and UK led 37-13 with 7:46 remaining.

From there, the Cats would run out the clock and would open the season with a
24-point win.

NO. 20 KENTUCKY 26, NO. 12 FLORIDA 16

SEPT. 10, 2022 * GAINESVILLE, FLA.
BEN HILL GRIFFIN STADIUM (89,993)

Mark Stoops became Kentucky’s all-time winningest
coach as No. 20 Kentucky topped 12th-ranked Florida
26-16 at Ben Hill Griffin Stadium.

It was the Kentucky defense that came up large all
night long. The Cats held Florida to 279 yards of total
offense and kept Florida’s talented quarterback Anthony
Richardson in check. UK’s defense also came up with a
pair of huge interceptions, both of which defined the out-
come of the win.

Kentucky (2-0) struggled offensively but made enough
plays to get the win. Quarterback Will Levis connected on 13 of 24 through the air
for 202 yards and a touchdown. Kavosiey Smoke carried the ball 14 times for 80
yards, most of which came in the second half.

Florida had the opening possession of the game but, after one first down, the
Gators were forced to punt. On Kentucky’s first possession, the Cats went three-
and-out, punting the ball back to Florida.

The Gators took over on their own 48 and quickly got into UK territory. However,
the UK defense held, forcing Florida into a field goal attempt. Adam Mihalek con-
verted the 39-yard attempt and the Gators grabbed a 3-0 lead with 10:03 left in the
first quarter.

Kentucky would take the ensuing possession into Florida territory but the Gators
were able to hold, forcing another UK punt. Florida would get a first down on the
ensuing possession, but the Gators would be forced to punt.

The Cats would put together another drive as the first quarter was winding down.
Levis connected with Dane Key for 16 yards, then Keaton Upshaw for 22, getting UK
to midfield. The first quarter would come to an end with Florida leading 3-0.

Kentucky was forced into another punt early in the second quarter and Florida
took over at its own 25. The Gators were forced to punt again and the Cats took
over on their own 33.

The Cats would strike on the next possession. Levis hit Keaton Upshaw in the left
flat for a 12-yard gain. Then Levis went deep, finding Key, who jumped and, with
a defender draped all over him, made a tremendous catch for a touchdown. Matt
Ruffolo added the PAT and UK led 7-3 with 11:36 left in the half.

Florida wasted no time in responding. The Gators got a 40-yard rush from
Montrell Johnson to get into UK territory. But the UK defense stood tall after that,
forcing a 50-yard field goal attempt from Mihalek. The kick was good and the
Gators cut the UK lead to 7-6 with 10:01 to play in the half.

Kentucky got one first down on its next possession but two plays later, Levis was
hit and Florida’s Gervon Dexter picked the ball out of the air for what was ruled an
interception, giving UF the ball at the UK 34.

Florida would get into the red zone and would get into the end zone for the first
time on an 11-yard touchdown run by Trevor Etienne. Florida would go for two
and Richardson would connect with Etienne for the scoring, giving Florida a 14-7
advantage with 5:49 to play in the half.

The Cats went three-and-out on their next possession. And on fourth down, the
snap went over the head of UK punter Colin Goodfellow, who chased the ball down
and kicked it through the back of the end zone for a safety, giving Florida a 16-7
lead with 4:12 left in the half.

Florida took the next possession with a chance to blow the game open. Instead,
on third and three, Richardson tried to go into the flat but UK’s Jordan Wright made
a one-handed interception and returned it to the Florida six yard line.

It took four plays, but the Cats would punch it in, with Levis running the quar-
terback sneak up the middle to cut the Florida lead to 16-13. UK could not convert
the PAT after a bad snap prevented the kick from happening.

Kentucky got the first possession of the second half but the Cats couldn’t get
anything going and were forced to punt. Florida would follow suit, punting the ball
back to the Cats after just three plays.

The Cats took the next possession and methodically marched onto the Florida
side of the field. For the first time in the game, UK established the ground game,
eventually getting inside the Florida 10 yard line. But Florida held and forced the
Cats into a 24-yard field goal, which Ruffolo converted, to tie the game at 16-16
with 6:35 to play in the third quarter.

Florida was poised to answer on its next drive before the Cats defense made
yet another huge play. With the Gators at the UK 39, Richardson threw a pass to
the right that UK’s Keidron Smith intercepted. Smith had only Richardson between
himself and the end zone, and the Ole Miss transfer negotiated that obstacle on
his way to the end zone, giving Kentucky a 22-16 lead. Ruffolo added the PAT and
UK led 23-16 with 3:25 remaining in the third quarter.

The Gators would make a first down on their next drive, but eventually would be
forced to punt, giving UK the ball on its own 15 yard line with 1:27 left in the third.
Kentucky would hold that 23-16 lead as the third quarter ended.

The fourth quarter opened with Levis hitting Chauncey Magwood for a 22-yard
gain on third down. UK would get into Florida territory again, but the drive even-
tually stalled and the Cats were forced to punt, giving the Gators the ball on their
own 20 with 11:05 remaining.

Florida would make a first down on its next possession before the UK defense
stood tall once again. Then, on fourth and three from their own 40, Florida went
for it, but Richardson’s pass was knocked away by UK’s Carrington Valentine, giving
the Cats the ball in good field position.

Kavosiey Smoke would rush for 18 yards on first down, getting the Cats to the
22. But the drive stalled and Ruffolo came on for a 38-yard field goal attempt. The
kick missed to the left and Florida got the ball back with 6:13 to play.

Florida did nothing with the ensuing possession, which was highlighted by a
tackle for loss by Kentucky true freshman Deone Walker. Again, Florida went for it
on fourth down and again, the Gators failed. UK took over at the Florida 24, looking
to put the game away.

Kentucky was content to run the clock with a seven-point lead and less than
four minutes to play. Smoke would rush for seven yards, getting the Cats into the
red zone. On the next play, Smoke, with the push of his offensive line, gained 11,
getting the ball to the Florida five yard line.

The Cats would run clock and would get a 26-yard field goal from Ruffolo with
1:24 to play, giving the Cats a 26-16 lead.

UF could do nothing with its final possession and the Cats claimed the victory.

The Kentucky defense pitched its first shutout in over
13 years as the Cats blanked Youngstown State 31-0 at
Kroger Field.

Kentucky moved to 3-0 on the season after shutting
out its first opponent since blanking Miami (Ohio) 42-0 on
Sept. 5, 2009.

The UK defense held Youngstown State to just 192
yards of total offense (134 passing, 58 rushing). The Cats
had six tackles for loss, including a pair of sacks. Freshman
Alex Afari led UK with five tackles in the game. Jordan
Wright had four tackles, including two for losses.

Quarterback Will Levis had another big day for the Cats. The senior completed
27 of 35 through the air for 377 yards and two touchdowns. He did throw two
interceptions in the game but was able to connect with 11 different receivers.

Dane Key and Tayvion Robinson were Levis’ primary targets in Saturday’s win.
Key, the Lexington native, caught six passes for 90 yards and a touchdown, his third
in three games as a Cat. Robinson, the transfer from Virginia Tech, also caught six
passes and had 66 yards receiving.

Kentucky took the opening kickoff and got the offense cranked up immediately.
Levis and Key connected on the first play, gaining 23 yards. Levis would hit Kavosiey
Smoke for a 14-yard completion. But YSU would sack Levis on third down and the
Cats were forced to punt.

Youngstown State took over at its own 16 yard line but the Penguins could do
nothing with the possession, punting it back to the Cats. The teams would trade
punts on the next two possessions but Youngstown State’s punt was blocked by
UK’s Martez Thrower and recovered by Izayah Cummings, who returned it to the
YSU 27 yard line.

On the ensuing possession, the Cats appeared to be ready to score. But Levis
was intercepted at the three yard line by Youngstown State’s Troy Jakubek, ending
the threat and giving the ball back to the Penguins with 4:49 left in the first quarter.

YSU could do nothing with the possession and punted the ball back to the Cats,
who got a good return by Tayvion Robinson and took over at the 35 yard line with
3:07 left in the first.

Kentucky would again drive deep into YSU territory. Levis connected with
Robinson on a 15-yard gain, getting the Cats to the one yard line as time expired
on the first quarter with the teams in a scoreless tie.

As the second quarter began, the Cats tried, unsuccessfully, to get in from the
one on rushes by La’Vell Wright and Smoke. Then, on third down, Levis took the
quarterback sneak up the middle for a UK touchdown. Matt Ruffolo added the
point after and Kentucky led 7-0 with 13:34 left in the first half.

After another YSU punt, the Cats drove again, with Levis and Key connecting for
a 29-yard gain early in the drive. Levis connected with Keaton Upshaw on a 12-yard
completion and, later in the drive, he connected with Key again, this time on a
three-yard touchdown. Ruffolo added the PAT and UK led 14-0 with 6:10 to play in
the first half.

YSU punted on its next possession but the Penguins would get the ball back at
the UK 47 on a fumble by La’Vell Wright. But the Penguins could do nothing with
the ensuing possession and were forced to punt the ball back to UK.

That particular punt was a short one, covering just 17 yards, giving the Cats the
ball at their own 29 yard line with 1:54 to play in the half.

Kentucky would employ its two-minute offense and would get into the YSU red
zone with under a minute to play. Then, on first and goal from the two yard line,
Levis connected with Chris Lewis for a touchdown with just 20 seconds left in the
half. It was the first career reception, and touchdown, for Lewis. Ruffolo would add
the point after and UK led 21-0. That would be the halftime score.

YSU had the opening possession of the second half and the Penguins quickly got
into UK territory. It looked like the Penguins would score on a touchdown recep-
tion by former Cat Bryce Oliver. However, UK’s Carrington Valentine broke up the
fourth-down pass in the end zone, ending the Youngstown State drive.

On the ensuing possession, the Cats would ride the arm of Levis into YSU terri-
tory. Levis would connect with Barion Brown, Robinson and Dekel Crowdus, getting

the Cats inside the 10. From the seven yard line, Smoke would rush to the left
corner of the end zone for the touchdown. Ruffolo again added the PAT and the
Cats led 28-0 with 8:36 left in the third quarter.

Youngstown State would appear to be ready to score on its next drive. Aided by
a 64-yard completion from Demeatric Crenshaw to Jaleel McLaughlin, the Penguins
got inside the UK five. But Crenshaw was intercepted by Valentine in the end zone,
ending the threat.

Kentucky would lead 28-0 after three quarters.

In the fourth quarter, the biggest offensive play was a 58-yard completion from
Levis to Demarcus Harris, which got the Cats inside the YSU five. The Cats would
settle for a 23-yard field goal from Ruffolo, which would make the score 31-0 with
4:54 to play.

Senior quarterback Will Levis connected on 18 of his
26 passes for 303 yards and four touchdowns as No. 8
Kentucky held off a tough Northern lllinois squad 31-23 at
Kroger Field.

Kentucky (4-0) had two receivers have big games in
the victory. Tayvion Robinson caught seven passes for 147
yards and two touchdowns. True freshman Barion Brown
caught four balls for 102 yards and two touchdowns of his
own as the Cats remained unbeaten.

Kavosiey Smoke rushed 12 times for 85 yards in the
game as the Cats rushed for 103 yards as a team.

Defensively, Jacquez Jones led the Cats with 12 tackles, including four of the solo
variety. DeAndre Square and Jordan Wright each had six tackles for UK in the win.

Northern Illinois took the opening kickoff and wasted little time in getting the
scoring underway. The Huskies used the ground game to move deep into Kentucky
territory. A 20-yard rush by Antario Brown got the Huskies inside the UK five yard
line. Then, on third-and-goal, quarterback Ethan Hampton connected with Tristen
Tewes on a two-yard touchdown pass. John Richardson added the PAT and NIU led
7-0 with 8:53 to play in the first quarter.

Kentucky would answer with a scoring drive of its own. The Cats started slowly,
having to go for it on fourth down early in the drive, but found their rhythm later
in the possession. Unlike NIU, the Cats went the air, riding the passing of Levis, who
hit on six of his nine passes on the drive for 55 yards. The drive culminated with a
15-yard touchdown to freshman Brown. Matt Ruffolo added the PAT and the game
was tied 7-7 with 48 seconds left in the first quarter. That would be the score as the
period came to an end.

Northern Illinois would drive near midfield with its next drive but, on fourth
down, used a quick kick from Hampton to end the drive. The punt went into the
end zone and the Cats took over at their own 20 with 13:01 left in the first half.
Kentucky did very little with the next drive and punted the ball back to Northern
Illinois with 8:50 to play in the half.

NIU punted on its next possession as well, with punter Tom Foley drilling a 61
yarder and pinning the Cats at their own two yard line with 6:47 to play in the half.

It took just one play for the Cats to get out of that hole. On first down, Smoke
broke through the left side for a 27-yard run, getting the Cats out of the shadow
of their own goalpost and into manageable territory. Later in the drive, Levis hit a
streaking Robinson, who outraced the defense on his way to the end zone. It was a
69-yard touchdown and, when Ruffolo added the PAT, the Cats led 14-7 with 5:08
to play in the half.

Late in the half, NIU had the ball near midfield and was forced to punt. On the
ensuing UK drive, Smoke fumbled and NIU recovered at the Kentucky 34 with 42
seconds left in the half. The Huskies got a 20-yard completion from Hampton to
Cole Tucker on first down, then another completion, this one from Hampton to
Fabian McCray, getting NIU to the UK five yard line.

UK appeared to be poised for a big defensive stop. But on third and goal, NIU
ran a reverse to Shemar Thornton, who pulled up and connected with Tewes on a
three-yard scoring pass with just six seconds left in the half. Richardson added the
point after and the game was tied at 14-14. That would be the halftime score.

Kentucky had the first possession of the second half and, on the second play
from scrimmage, Levis appeared to be intercepted. However, the NIU defender
could not come up with the catch, giving new life to the UK drive. On the next play,
Levis made the Huskies pay, connecting with Brown across the middle and watch-
ing the freshman do the rest, as he took it to the house for a 70-yard touchdown.
Ruffolo added the PAT and the Cats grabbed a 21-14 lead just 58 seconds into the
third quarter.

The next three drives, two by NIU and one by UK, all ended with punts. Kentucky
took over at its own 33 with 7:16 left in the third. The Cats would take the ball into
NIU territory before the drive stalled. UK would cap the drive with a 49-yard field
goal from Ruffolo to take a 24-14 lead with 3:04 remaining in the third period. The
third quarter would come to an end with the Cats holding that 10-point advantage.

After another NIU punt, the Kentucky offense again put points on the board. The
Cats were able to march 78 yards in 11 plays, culminating when Levis connected
with Robinson for a second touchdown pass, this one covering 40 yards. Ruffolo
made another point after and UK led 31-14 with 8:46 to play.

NIU would add a 38-yard Thornton field goal to make it 31-17 with 5:26 to play.
After UK was forced to punt, the Huskies struck quickly, as Hampton connected
with Kacper Rutkiewicz on a 63-yard gain, getting the ball to the UK five. The UK
defense appeared to have stopped the Huskies, but a defensive holding call on
fourth down gave NIU a first down, with the ball at the two. On the next play, Justin
Lynch ran left and scored, cutting the UK lead to 31-23. The Huskies two-point
conversion was broken up by Zion Childress and the Cats led by eight with 2:47 to
play.

After an unsuccessful onside kick by NIU, Kentucky was able to run out the clock
and clinch the victory.

Will Levis connected on 18 of his 24 passes for 220
yards and two touchdowns, but a late drive came up short
as seventh-ranked Kentucky fell at No. 14 Ole Miss 22-19
at Vaught-Hemingway Stadium.

Chris Rodriguez Jr., playing in his first game of the sea-
son, carried 19 times for 72 yards and a touchdown, and
caught three passes for 40 yards in the game.

Freshman Barion Brown had four explosive plays in

__MKE!!I!L[EL}{Y i the game for the Cats, two receptions and two on kick
s =] returns.

DeAndre Square led the UK defensive attack with 11 tackles and Jordan Wright
had eight.

Ole Miss (5-0, 1-0 SEC) had the first possession of the game and the Rebels were
able to get one first down before the Cats forced a punt.

Kentucky (4-1, 1-1) took over at its own five yard line and, like the Rebels, the
Cats made one first down before being forced to kick it away.

On its second possession, Ole Miss got the scoring underway. The Rebels needed
just 1:40 to cover 70 yards in six plays, ending with a four-yard touchdown rush by
Zach Evans. Jonathan Cruz added the point after and Ole Miss led 7-0 with 7:09 left
in the first quarter.

The Cats would take the ensuing possession into Ole Miss territory, aided by a
30-yard completion from Levis to freshman Brown. But the drive would stall and
Kentucky would try a 39-yard field goal from Matt Ruffolo. The kick would sail wide
left and the score remained 7-0 with 2:44 left in the first.

Ole Miss would strike again on its next drive. The Rebels would get to midfield,
and that’s when freshman Quinshon Judkin busted free up the middle and raced
to the end zone for a 48-yard touchdown. Cruz made the PAT and the Rebels led
14-0 with 59 seconds left in the first quarter.

Kentucky would respond on the ensuing kickoff. Brown took the kickoff at the
goal line and sprinted 85 yards down the left sideline to the Ole Miss 15 yard line.
Two plays later, Rodriguez took it right up the middle for a 10-yard touchdown,
getting the Cats on the board. The PAT was blocked and the period ended with Ole
Miss leading 14-6.

In the second quarter, Ole Miss would make one first down on its next drive
before being forced to punt again. The Rebels down the ball at the UK one yard
line, where the Cats would take over.

Kentucky would get out of the shadow of its own goal post with a first down.
However, Ole Miss held and on third-and-12, Levis was under pressure and threw
the ball away. Intentional grounding was called on the play and, because Levis was
in the end zone, it resulted in a safety, giving the Rebels a 16-6 advantage with
10:28 to play in the half.

Ole Miss took possession at their own 37 after the free kick and quickly got into
UK territory. But an offensive pass interference call set the Rebels back and they
were forced into a 53-yard field goal by Cruz, which was good, giving Ole Miss a
19-6 lead with 7:03 remaining in the half.

Kentucky needed points on its next drive and the Cats got just that. UK used a
nice mix of running and passing to get inside the Ole Miss 10. Among the key plays
was a 23-yard rush by Izayah Cummings.

On first and goal from the five, Levis flipped a pass to Tayvion Robinson, who
sprinted right and into the front corner of the end zone for a touchdown. A bad
snap prevented the extra point attempt but the Cats got within seven, 19-12, with
1:23 left in the half.

Ole Miss would get a final possession and the Rebels would get into UK territory
before former Rebel Jacquez Jones intercepted Dart at the UK 28. The half would
end with Ole Miss holding a 19-12 lead.

Kentucky took the second half kickoff but the Cats were forced into a three-and-
out. Colin Goodfellow booted a 52-yard punt and Ole Miss took over at its own 16
yard line.

Ole Miss followed suit, going three-and-out and punting the ball back to the
Cats. The punt, which was into the wind, also took a UK bounce and the Cats took
over in great field position at the Ole Miss 49 yard line.

Levis would connect with Dane Key for a 14-yard completion. The Cats would
later face a fourth-and-1 from the Ole Miss 26 and Rodriguez would convert, giving
UK a new set of downs. Kentucky would not waste the opportunity, as Levis hit
tight end Jordan Dingle, who fought his way into the end zone for a 17-yard touch-
down. Ruffolo added the PAT and the game was tied 19-19 with 6:22 to play in the
third quarter.

Ole Miss would assemble a scoring drive on the next possession. The Rebels
used their high-paced offense to get down the field in a hurry. But the Cats’
defense stood tall and forced the Rebels into a 26-yard field goal from Cruz, which
was good, giving Ole Miss a 22-19 advantage with 2:19 left in the third.

On the ensuing kickoff, Brown struck again, taking the kickoff 54 yards to the Ole
Miss 39 and giving the Cats very good field position again. But the Cats were unable
to take advantage and gave the ball up on downs as the fourth quarter began.

Ole Miss marched down the field and got inside the UK red zone. But big plays
by DeAndre Square and D’Eryck Jackson forced the Rebels into a fourth-and-goal
from the five and Dart’s pass was knocked away by Jordan Lovett, giving UK the ball
with 10:14 to play.

The Cats got out of the deep hole on the first play of the ensuing drive as Ju'Tahn
McClain went up the middle for 17 yards and a first down. UK would continue to
march down the field, with Levis and Rodriguez hooking up on a 17-yard comple-
tion and, two plays later, Levis and Dingle connecting for 14 yards. But on third-
and-two from the Ole Miss 19, Levis, trying to stretch for the first down, was hit and
fumbled. Ole Miss would recover, taking over at their own 21 with 2:55 to play.

Ole Miss went three-and-out with the ensuing possession, punting the ball back
to the Cats, who took over at their own 34 with 1:49 to play. After an eight-yard
completion to Rodriguez, Levis hit Brown on a screen that the speedster took 51
yards to the Ole Miss seven.

On the next play, Levis hit freshman Dane Key on a fade in the corner of the end
zone for an apparent touchdown. But the Cats were not set on the play and were
called for illegal motion. Then, on the next play, Levis was back to pass and was hit
by the Rebels’ Jared Ivey, who forced a fumble that the Rebels recovered to seal
the game.

Chris Rodriguez Jr. rushed for 126 yards on 22 car-
ries but 13th-ranked Kentucky, playing without starting
quarterback Will Levis, lost to South Carolina 24-14 on at
Kroger Field.

Levis suffered a lower body injury in last week’s loss
at Ole Miss and was unable to play on Saturday night.
The Cats turned to redshirt freshman Kaiya Sheron behind
center. The Somerset, Kentucky, native connected on 15
of 27 through the air for 178 yards and two touchdowns,
with one interception.

Rodriguez went over 100 yards for the 16th time in his UK career. He also moved
past Mark Higgs and into fifth place on UK’s career rushing list in the game.

The Cats got a big effort from its defense, led by DeAndre Square, who had nine
tackles in the game. Jordan Wright added seven tackles for the Cats and D’Eryk
Jackson had five.

Kentucky (4-2, 1-2 SEC) got the ball first but, on the first play from scrim-
mage, the Cats fumbled and South Carolina’s Tonka Hemingway recovered and
returned it to the UK two yard line. On the Gamecocks’ first play from scrimmage,
MarShawn Lloyd scored a two-yard touchdown. Mitch Jeter added the PAT and the
Gamecocks led 7-0 just 13 seconds into the game.

On the following possession, Kentucky would make one first down before being
forced to punt. South Carolina got an 18-yard return from Josh Vann and the
Gamecocks took over at their own 38 with 11:39 still remaining in the first quarter.

South Carolina (4-2, 1-2) was affected by the UK home crowd on the next pos-
session, committing two false start penalties. The Gamecocks would be forced to
punt and UK would take over at its own 24 with 10:18 still left in the first half.

Kentucky was forced to punt on its next possession and the Gamecocks would
block the Colin Goodfellow kick. King-Demenian Ford blocked the kick and South
Carolina recovered at the UK 22.

The Gamecocks appeared to be ready to go ahead by two scores, but UK'’s
Tyrell Ajian sacked Ga’ecocks’ quarterback Spencer Rattler, forcing a fumble that
Kentucky’s JJ Weaver recovered at the 21.

Kentucky would put together a solid drive with the ensuing possession. The Cats
covered 52 yards before the drive stalled at the South Carolina 27. From there,
Matt Ruffolo tried a 45-yard field goal, but the try clanged off the left upright,
keeping the Cats off the board. South Carolina took over at their own 35 with 1:22
remaining in the first quarter.

South Carolina would lead 7-0 after the first quarter.

The Gamecocks would make two first downs on the next drive and would get
into UK territory. However, on a fourth-and-two from the Kentucky 40, Lloyd was
stuffed in the backfield for a four-yard loss by DeAndre Square and JJ Weaver,
giving the Cats the ball at their own 44 with 11:53 to play in the half.

Kentucky would drive into South Carolina territory on the next possession, riding
Rodriguez and JuTahn McClain to get into the red zone. Then, Sheron connected
with Jordan Dingle over the middle for a 16-yard touchdown. Ruffolo added the
point after and the game was tied 7-7 with 8:30 left in the half.

The teams would exchange punts late in the half, and South Carolina took over
at the UK 43 with 2:37 left in the half. But with under a minute to play before half-
time, Rattler was intercepted by Trevin Wallace at the UK 19 with just 37 seconds
before halftime. The Cats would run one play and would let the half expire with the
teams tied 7-7.

South Carolina had the first possession of the second half and Lloyd started
the possession with an 18-yard run. Later in the drive, on third-and-nine from the
South Carolina 44, Rattler connected with Jaheim Bell for a 14-yard gain. Then,
two plays later, Rattler hit Antwane Wells in the right flat, and Wells scampered 42
yards for the Gamecock touchdown. Jeter added the PAT and South Carolina led
14-7 with 12:47 left in the third quarter.

After a Kentucky punt, South Carolina put together one of its best drives of
the night. The Gamecocks went 70 plays in 14 plays, covering 7:01 on the clock
However, the UK defense stood tall in the red zone, forcing South Carolina into a
32-yard Jeter field goal, which was good, and the Gamecocks led 17-7 with 2:38 left
in the third. That would be the score after three periods.

In the fourth quarter, South Carolina would add to its lead with a 24-yard touch-
down rush by Jalen Brooks. The PAT made it 24-7 with 6:53 to play.

Kentucky would score on the ensuing drive, with Sheron connecting with several
receivers, including McClain, who caught a 10-yard touchdown pass. Ruffolo added
the PAT and South Carolina led 24-14 with 2:49 to play.

The Cats would attempt an onside kick but South Carolina recovered at its own
49. The Cats forced South Carolina into a three-and-out and a punt. But on the first
play of the following possession, Sheron was intercepted, sealing the win for the
Gamecocks.

KROGER FIELD

Commonwealth Stadium was renamed to
Kroger Field in May of 2017. The agree-
ment--which is between Kroger and JMI
Sports, UK’s multimedia rights partner--
begins at approximately $1.85 million
annually with a term of up to 12 years.
With the partnership, Kroger becomes the
Official Fuel Partner of the University of
Kentucky and the Official Grocery Partner
of Move-In at UK while also providing
additional engagement opportunities with

UK students. Per the agreement, Kroger is also
the Official Nutrition and Pharmacy Partner of
UK Athletics.

Kroger Field was transformed into a state-of-
the-art facility after a $126-million reinvention
which was completed prior to the 2015 season.
The project was handled by HNTB. The outside
of the stadium underwent a dramatic exter-

nal facelift, receiving a modern look, but one
that remained uniquely Kentucky. Inside, the
capacity of Kroger Field was reduced over the
course of the two-year project to approximate-
ly 61,000, but the value of all remaining seats
were increased, from the top of the upper deck
to front-row seats at midfield. Concourses were
revamped and widened throughout the stadi-
um with improved concessions, restrooms and
security. Players and coaches reaped the ben-
efits of the new Kroger Field as well, as home-
team facilities were built, and a multi-purpose
recruiting room hosts future Wildcats on their
on-campus visits.

FACTS AND FIGURES

Seating Capacity: 61,000, including the
Commonwealth Suites

Playing Field: UK switched from natural grass
to synthetic turf for the 2015 season. Other
SEC schools with a turf surface are: Arkansas,
Ole Miss, Mississippi State and Missouri. The
end zones and team sideline areas feature a
checkerboard pattern in alternating shades of
blue. It was designed to mimic the pattern of
Secretariat’s silks, which has been part of the
football uniforms for five seasons. The school’s
new interlocking “UK” logo is positioned in the
center of the field.

Video Boards: Two new 10 mm LED video
boards were installed in the summer of 2022
by Formetco Sports. The interior seating bowl
also has LED ribbon boards.

Sound System: Sportsound system delivers
pounding bass energy, smooth mid- and high-
range frequencies, and high-impact enter-
tainment. Components of the sound system
include a main speaker cluster behind the end
zone, under-balcony speakers and concourse
speakers.

GAME DAY EXPERIENCES

The “Cat Walk” on Talbott Todd Way: With
the unveiling of the new $45 million Kentucky
Football Training Facility in August of 2016,
the headquarters of the program moved next
door to Kroger Field. Therefore, the Cat Walk
was moved to Talbott Todd Way. The Cat Walk
typically begins outside Gate 1 two hours and
15 minutes prior to kickoff, and the team pro-
ceeds past Gate 1 and between Kroger Field
and Nutter Field House. It was dedicated to
former Wildcat Talbott Todd (1963-65) who
passed away from ALS in August of 2017 and
was an avid supporter of the program. From
Talbott Todd Way the team walks to the lock-
er room in the Joe Craft Kentucky Football
Training Facility.

Lift Them Up: A unique partnership with
Toyota Motor Manufacturing Kentucky
(TMMK), the Kentucky College of Engineering
and the Kentucky Children’s Hospital was
launched in 2019 that brings special guests to
the Cat Walk as the Kentucky football team
arrives at Kroger Field. A specially built push
cart vehicle provides a Kentucky Children’s
Hospital patient the chance to both accompa-
ny the Wildcats on the Cat Walk and attend a
game at Kroger Field. A new patient is chosen
by the Kentucky Children’s Hospital each week
to participate.

The Kentucky football program contin-
ues to stack an impressive set of milestones
under the leadership of Mark Stoops.

On Jan. 1, when Kentucky took the field
for the Vrbo Citrus Bowl, it made official a
school-record six consecutive bowl games —
all under Stoops — surpassing the mark of five
straight bowls from 2006-10.

And, when the Wildcats rallied to defeat
lowa -- UK’s 10th fourth-quarter comeback vic-
tory during the last six seasons -- it also marked
a school-record fourth-straight bow! win.

The victory over the Hawkeyes was UK’s
16th in a row vs. non-conference opponents,
the longest active streak in the nation.

Kentucky finished the season with a 10-3
record, only the fourth time in school history
(twice in the last four years under Stoops)
that the Wildcats have reached double-digit
victories. UK began the season with a 6-0
start for the first time since 1950, when the
legendary Paul “Bear” Bryant patrolled the
sidelines in Lexington.

The 2021 campaign featured a 5-3 tally
in the Southeastern Conference. UK finished
in sole possession of second place in the SEC
Eastern Division, the first time the Wildcats
were solely in second since the league split
into divisions in 1992.

More milestones loom in the near future.
When the Wildcats begin the 2022 season, it
will be Stoops’ 10th year at UK, longer than
any coach in school history.

In addition, Stoops has 59 wins in the
Blue and White, needing only two more
triumphs to surpass the school standard of
60 set by Bryant.

As quickly as the achievements have
come recently, Stoops’ success has been far
from easy.

Inheriting a program that was 2-10 in
2012, the year before he arrived, Stoops’
rebuilding efforts took time. Two games into
the 2016 season his record was 12-26, but
the program took off from there and the
coach has engineered a 47-27 (63.5%) mark
since.

In addition to the team accomplish-
ments, several of Stoops’ players have won
All-America accolades, along with honors
such as the Bronko Nagurski Award, Chuck
Bednarik Award, Paul Hornung Award,
Ronnie Lott Trophy, Ray Guy Award, Danny
Wouerffel Trophy, Jason Witten Man of the
Year, Pop Warner Award, Academic All-Amer-
ica and National Good Works Team.

The bountiful crop of victories and honors
are the fruit of the last six seasons, but the
harvest didn’t come easily. Arriving in 2013,
taking over a team that had gone 2-10 the
season before, it took three years of plowing,

planting and growing before the results
came.

Stoops earned his first bowl game as
head coach in 2016, when the Wildcats over-
came an 0-2 start to go 7-3 down the stretch
and advance to the TaxSlayer Gator Bowl.

UK duplicated seven wins in 2017, playing in
the Franklin-American Mortgage Music City
Bowl.

Led by linebacker Josh Allen, the National
Defensive Player of the Year, and Benny Snell
Jr., the school’s all-time leading rusher, the
2018 squad went 10-3. It was UK’s best sea-
son in 41 years, topped by a win over Penn
State in the VRBO Citrus Bowl. It was only the
third 10-win season in school history.

In addition, the 2018 campaign featured
a win at Florida -- the Wildcats’ first victory
over the Gators in 32 years -- resulting in
UK being named the National Team of the
Week by the Football Writers Association of
America. The regular season concluded with
a 56-10 win at in-state rival Louisville, the
largest margin of victory in the history of the
Governor’s Cup series.

UK was No. 11 in the final USA Today
coaches’ poll and No. 12 in the final Asso-
ciated Press tabulation, the school’s first
appearance in the final rankings since 1984.
The 2018 season also continued a remark-
able trend -- since Stoops took over as coach
of the Cats in 2013, UK was the only school in
the nation that tied or improved its win total
in six straight seasons.

CollegeFootballNews.com listed Stoops as
the best coaching performance of the season
and he was named Southeastern Conference
Coach of the Year by The Associated Press,
Athlon Sports and the league coaches.

The 2019 season was one of the most un-
usual in school history. A succession of inju-
ries decimated the quarterbacks and Stoops
turned to wide receiver Lynn Bowden Jr. to
man the QB position. Running the ball almost

exclusively, UK went 6-2 down the stretch
and closed the season with four straight
wins, topped by a dramatic come-from-be-
hind Belk Bowl win over Virginia Tech when
Bowden threw the game-winning touchdown
pass with only 15 seconds remaining.

How has Stoops accomplished all of this?
The coach would tell you that there’s been
nothing magical about the process.

True to his blue-collar roots in
Youngstown, Ohio, the methodical advance-
ment made by Stoops’ teams is a reflection
of the coach’s rock-steady work ethic, tireless
recruiting, and ability to adapt.

Stoops came to Kentucky from Florida
State, where he was defensive coordinator
from 2010-12. He inherited a unit a unit
ranked 108th in the nation in total defense
and turned it into one of the nation’s best. In
the 2012 season, the Seminoles were second
in the nation in total defense, allowing 254.1
yards per game, and sixth nationally in scor-
ing defense at 14.7 points per game. Playing
well against the run and the pass, FSU was
third in the country in rushing defense and
led the nation in pass defense. FSU led the
ACC in seven defensive categories. Stoops
also coached the defensive backs under head
coach Jimbo Fisher.

Eight Seminoles on defense earned 2012
AllI-ACC honors, including four first-team
selections, highlighted by one of the nation’s
top defensive end duos in Bjoern Werner and
Cornellius Carradine, who combined for 24
sacks and 31 tackles for loss. Werner was a fi-
nalist for the 2012 Bronko Nagurski Award as
the National Defensive Player of the Year and
was among the national leaders in sacks with
13. Stoops also coached cornerback Ronald
Darby to ACC Defensive Rookie of the Year.

The Seminoles’ prowess was a contin-
uation of the 2011 season, when Stoops’
defenders led the nation in fewest yards
allowed per carry (2.3), ranked fourth in the
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nation in total defense (275 yards per game),
second in rushing defense (82.7 ypg), fourth
in scoring defense (15.1 points per game),
and eighth in tackles for loss (8.6 per game)
and quarterback sacks (3.1 per game). FSU
led the ACC in eight defensive categories.

Stoops overhauled the Florida State
defense in 2010, his first season as defensive
coordinator. The Seminoles gave up 19.6
points per game, third-best in the ACC and
20th nationally. FSU ranked 42nd nationally
in total defense that season; in contrast, the
team was 108th nationally in total defense
and 94th in scoring defense in 2009, the
year before Stoops’ arrival. FSU improved its
overall defense by more than 80 yards per
game, primarily by limiting opponents to 75
fewer rushing yards per game. The Semi-
noles ranked third in the nation in quarter-
back sacks and were 21st in tackles for loss.
In the secondary, Stoops coached Xavier
Rhodes to ACC Defensive Rookie of the Year
honors and National Defensive Freshman of
the Year accolades.

During Stoops’ three seasons, FSU went
10-4, 9-4 and 12-2, including wins over South
Carolina in the 2010 Chick-fil-A Bowl, Notre
Dame in the 2011 Champs Sports Bow! and
Northern Illinois in the 2013 Orange Bowl.

Stoops was defensive coordinator and
DBs coach at Arizona from 2004-09, working
for his brother, Mike, who was head coach
of the Wildcats. During Mark’s time there,
Arizona’s records improved steadily, going
3-8, 3-8, 6-6, 5-7, 8-5 and 8-5. The Wildcats
advanced to the Las Vegas Bowl and Holiday
Bowl during the last two years.

Stoops inherited an Arizona unit that
was 109th in the nation in total defense and
107th in scoring defense in 2003, the year
before he arrived. By the end of his term at
Arizona, the Wildcats ranked in the nation’s
top 25 in total defense his final two sea-
sons and ranked as high as 33rd in scoring
defense.

Mark and Mike are also brothers of Bob
Stoops, who spent 18 years as the Oklahoma
head coach and has been elected to the Col-
lege Football Hall of Fame. The eldest Stoops
brother, Ron Jr,, is retired after coaching
at Youngstown State. Mark and Mike have
reunited in Lexington, as Mike has joined the
UK staff as inside linebackers coach.

Prior to Arizona, Mark Stoops coached
the defensive backs three years at Miami
(Fla.). The 2001 national champion Hur-
ricanes led the nation in pass efficiency
defense, scoring defense and turnover
margin. That team also established a school

record with 27 interceptions and 45 total
takeaways.

Stoops’ 2002 secondary led the nation
in pass defense and pass efficiency defense.
Despite having to replace all four starters in
the defensive backfield, the 2003 team led
the nation in pass defense. In his three sea-
sons, Miami went 35-3, including the 12-0
Rose Bowl title campaign, plus appearances
in the Fiesta and Orange bowls. Ten Miami
defensive backs who played at least one sea-
son under Stoops were eventually selected in
the National Football League draft — seven in
the first round.

Stoops got his first experience in leading
a defense as co-defensive coordinator at
Houston in the 2000 season. He coached the
secondary at Wyoming from 1997-99 and
the Cowboys notched three straight winning
seasons. A highlight of his time there was
a school-record 24 interceptions in the ‘97
season. His first full-time coaching job was
in 1996 at South Florida, helping USF in the
start-up of its program before the Bulls had
their first kickoff in '97.

Stoops has recruited and developed
numerous outstanding defensive backs,
many of whom went on to National Football
League careers. Among the notables are
Antoine Cason and Michael Johnson at Arizo-
na, Miami’s Philip Buchanon, Kelly Jennings,
Brandon Meriweather, Ed Reed, Antrel Rolle,
Mike Rumph and Sean Taylor and Wyoming’s
Brian Lee.

Stoops was raised in Youngstown, Ohio.
As did brothers Bob and Mike, Mark played
in the secondary at the University of lowa for
Hall of Fame coach Hayden Fry. He partic-
ipated in four bowl games as a player. Fry
hired Stoops as a graduate assistant coach
at lowa in the 1990 and ‘91 seasons. The
Hawkeyes won the 1990 Big Ten title and
played in the Rose Bowl, duplicating feats
Stoops also achieved as a player. Stoops
went on to coach four years in high school
before entering the collegiate ranks.

Stoops has two sons, Will and Zack.

Vince Marrow, aka the “Big Dawg," enters his 10th season
at Kentucky, currently handling the duties of associate head
coach/tight ends coach/recruiting coordinator/NFL liasison.
Marrow’s tight ends have been a big factor in UK producing
six consecutive seasons of 2,000 or more rushing yards with at
least one 1,000-yard rusher in five of those (Stanley “Boom”
Williams -2016; Benny Snell Jr., - 2017, 2018; Lynn Bowden
- 2019; Chris Rodriguez Jr. - 2021). Marrow also has been
instrumental in UK signing nine straight top-50 recruiting

classes, including the highest-rated class in UK history in 2021.
