Brooklyn DelLeye had 16 kills Sunday afternoon in Stegeman Coliseum as No. 14 Kentucky completed its
season-long five-match road trip 5-0 thanks to a 3-0 (26-24, 25-15, 25-16) win over Georgia and held its
position in the three-way tie atop the Southeastern Conference with the win. DeLeye was the only player
from either team to eclipse double-figure kills in the match as she hit .464 on her 28 swings with 16 kills
and six digs to go alongside. The Wildcats as a team hit .356 thanks to the elite setting of Emma Grome,
who tallied 40 assists, her highest total this year in any three-set match played.

Kentucky freshman Brooklyn DelLeye
was named the SEC Freshman of the Year and head coach Craig Skinner was named SEC Co-Coach of the
Year, as there was a four-way tie for the SEC Coach of the Year voting. On the All-SEC Team, Kentucky had a
league-high five players with Eleanor Beavin, DeLeye, Emma Grome, Reagan Rutherford and Azhani Tealer
all earning spots on the 18-person team. Molly Tuozzo joined DeLeye on the All-SEC Freshman Team, which
is comprised of seven players.

The Southeastern Conference announced its 2024 preseason volleyball team and the Kentucky Volley-
ball team had three members of the team with senior setter Emma Grome, senior libero Eleanor Beavin
and sophomore outside hitter Brookyln DelLeye being voted to the 18-person team as chosen by the SEC
head coaches. The SEC coaches also voted on the predicted order of finish in the league, with Kentucky
taking the third position in the preseason vote behind favorites Texas who received all but one first-place
vote and Florida. The Wildcats have won the last seven SEC titles dating back to the 2017 season and are
the only SEC team to have won an NCAA Championship as a member of the league.
