TALKING  STORY ABOUT 



Pointing to the graphic, describe the 
beginning of Dorian’s story, showing 
and telling  where and on what day it 
became a  named tropical storm. 
Explain how the symbols in the key at 
the bottom of the graphic a key part of 
the storm’s story of development. 



Show and Tell when Dorian was 
predicted to reach HURRICANE 
FORCE wind speeds of at least 74 
miles per hour (mph). 

Explain where you found this 
information. 



Show and Tell how  many 
days this forecast goes 
out (five). 

EXPLAIN THAT THE MORE 
DAYS OUT, THE MORE 
UNCERTAINTY  THERE IS IN 
THE FORECAST ABOUT THE 
STORM’S TRACK (and the 
wider the cone). 

Emphasize which land 
areas are in the center of 
the track.
