I made the program changes
to tapeout.c as requested by David, this should prevent problems keeping
track of files on tape that we were seeing before (mainly on drive #0), and
therefore we shouldn’t lose any more data due to the tape reaching its end
before the program ejects it.  Restarted the program with L00393 in drive #0
and L00394 in drive #1.
