Stopped observations.  Removed CaK filter.  Reconfiguring tilt of ND filter.

Restarting observations.  I did not reorient ND filter as requested.  Upon 
removal and inspection, I observed the ND filter looked like there was a
thin film of haze on the front surface.  It was like someone wiped on a
film of vaseline or breathed on it (without any evaporation afterwards).
Something may be causing this deposition internally in the optics box as
the filter looked quite clean when installed last time.  I removed the 
dirty filter and cleaned it with pure ethyl alcohol. I re-cleaned the
CaK filter with a light ethyl alcohol wipe.  Dusted both elements and
reassembled unit.  I lost one of the small washers in the black hole of the
floor under the workbench so I replaced it plus another small washer with
a #2 (another of the larger washers) washer.  Thickness of the small 
washer is approx. 0.149 inch and the thickness of the larger washer is
0.305 inch.  Replaced assembly and restarted PSPT.
