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Profiles of Mathematicians of the African Diaspora* have been compiled and maintained by Dr. Scott Williams, a man

of olor, who is well known as a distinguished research mathematician, mentor,and teacher. This resource has provided

factual information about the lives and works of Black Mathematicians. Events associated with Black Mathematicians

have created major benchmarks and milestones in the world of mathematics. Events such as the 1969 Conference of

Black Mathematicians at Morgan State College, the founding of the National Association of Mathematicians (NAM),

and the establishment of the first PH.D. program in mathematics at a HBCU,Howard University altered the scope of

who participate in the mathematics community.
