“To hold youth conventions as provided for in this constitution with regard to dates, sites,
determination of delegations, etc. At such conventions the LULAC Youth may carry through
activities as this constitution provides for. LULAC Youth will hold its state conventions in April,
May or June, and its National Convention in July in order for the youth to be properly supervised
by the National Directors of Youth Activities and the Sponsoring Senior Councils.”

Local Youth Council, Subsection e. Responsibilities (6) (Pg.24) to read:

“To hold yearly elections of officers during the latter part of March of each year. New youth
council officers shall be installed at the District Youth Convention and shall assume office
immediately thereafter. In areas where no district youth conventions are held, new officers shall
be installed and shall assume office in the council’s first May Meeting. To assume such other
powers and duties it may see fit for the good and welfare of the LULAC Youth, provided such are
not in conflict with this constitution or with the policies of the League;”
