e ArcGIS Pro 2.5
o ArcGIS Pro is the latest desktop GIS application produced by Esri. ArcGIS Pro can be used to
visualize, analyze, and share 2D or 3D data:

Visualizing Change:

e If you have downloaded MG4 MrSID files from your information warehouse, please note that all four
bands are present and some adjustments may need to be made for proper display.
o In ArcGIS Pro click the tile you wish to adjust, the appearance tab will then become active.
Click stretch type and choose None.
e Insert a map into your project and load in the 1995 imagery tiles.
e Insert another map and load in the 2015 imagery. Drag the map so that it is next to the 1995 map.
o Click the views tab and click link views = center and scale.
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e You can now pan around on one map and the other map will update accordingly.
