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Notes
A preventative fungicide program helps protect plants from infection.  This is particularly important during periods of 
extended rain.

~Phosphorus acid should be added to a fungicide program if soil remains wet or if root rot has been a problem.  These 
fungicides are applied at full leaf expansion and approximately one month later.
