Embedded Practice Model

This model leverages the existing work teachers are doing in their classrooms with
regard to measuring student learning. It prioritizes the use of measures of student
learning that are already in use in teachers’ day-to-day classroom practices and
language that is embedded in the Professional Practice Rubrics foundational to
district evaluation systems. Both long- and short-term cycles are options through this
model.
