The inadvertent errors related to the reporting of the revenue and expense items from the 
Foundation’s investments in limited partnerships.  
 
As a result of the review, The Foundation’s tax liability for year end 2013 decreased by $477,474, all of 
which The Foundation requested to have credited to future years and The Foundation’s 2013 
Undistributed Income increased to $26,291,970.  The Foundation is amending the 2014 Form 990-PF to 
reflect the increase in the overpayment credit from 2013 and the increase in the undistributed income 
noted above.
