Finished his career & continues to hold 

the USI all-time record for assists. 

Member of the USI soccer coaching 

staff for the 1989, 1990, & 1991 GLVC 

Championship teams.  



Holds the USI records for assists as one of 

the best point guards in the history of the 

program. 

Ranks second in steals, 11th in blocked 

shots, 18th in rebounding, & 26th in scoring.  

Helped lead USI to the 1997 NCAA II 

Tournament Finals & a four-year record of 

97-27, 69-11 GLVC.  

Directed the USI squad to two GLVC 

championships; three NCAA II Tournament 

appearances; & an NCAAII Regional title. 

Led USI to the only 20-0 perfect GLVC 

season. 



Two-time All-Region & three-time All-

GLVC performer. 

Dominating for four seasons & 

continues to hold the USI season 

records for ERA, complete games, 

shutouts, & wins. 

Holds the career record for ERA, wins, & 

shutouts. 

Set & holds the USI record of 51.1 

consecutive shutout innings.  

Helped the Eagles earn a berth in the 

1998 NCAA II Tournament.
