   Forms:  Add any form to the case and save. 

   Scanner:  Scan and save a document to the case (in black and white, grayscale or color). 

   Video otoscope:  Capture and save an otoscope image to case.  

List all Otoscopes used (e.g. Mcam) _______________________ 

   Digital Camera:  Capture and save a digital photo to the case. 

   ECG:  Perform an ECG and save report to the case. 

   Tympanometer:  Capture and save a tympanogram to the case. 

   Audiometer:  Perform an audiometry test and save the report to the case. 

   Spirometer:  Perform a spirometry test and save the report to the case. 

   Vital Signs Monitor:  Blood pressure cuff, pulse oximeter, and thermometer are working.  Vital signs are  being 

pulled into a report on the cart. 

   Stethoscope (Store & Forward):  Capture and save a few seconds of heart or lung sounds to the case. 

   Live Stethoscope:  Ensure you can log in.  Check both modes (transmit and receiving) that sounds are being sent . 

   Zoom:  Add a Zoom call outside of the case, test the camera and microphone to make sure operational.  

   Exam camera:  Open Zoom, switch camera and verify image is coming from it.  Do this with all cameras available.
