In accordance with 36 CFR 1230.14, we are requesting that the VA provide NARA with a report
including the following information:

® A complete description of the records with volume and dates if known;

The office maintaining the records;

o A statement of the exact circumstances surrounding the removal, defacing, alteration, or
destruction of records;

e A statement of the safeguards established to prevent further loss of documentation; and

e Details of the actions taken to salvage, retrieve, or reconstruct the records.
