The parties
have agreed that they will not seek appeal of, reconsideration of, or relief from the Board’s
decision, and that each party will be responsible for its costs, attorney fees, and expenses
incurred in the litigation of this appeal.

The Board GRANTS IN PART the appeal. In accordance with the parties’ joint
motion, the Board awards appellant, Patriot Construction, Inc., the stipulated settlement
amount of $180,000.
