The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency announced the expansion of its successful Closing America’s 
Wastewater Access Gap Community Initiative to 150 additional communities as part of President Biden’s 
Investing in America agenda. Originally launched in partnership with the U.S. Department of Agriculture, 
the initiative partners with underserved communities to provide technical assistance on accessing 
federal wastewater funding. The pilot initiative has been assisting 11 communities since 2022. This 
program, along with historic funding through the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law, will advance President 
Biden’s historic environmental justice agenda and help thousands of Americans access the wastewater 
infrastructure they need to thrive.
