I incorporated your


changes and added the Wei and Tanner reference. You had asked in a couple places about the 45 random


effects rather than the 81. The historical data set for calibration had 45 years of data so we had 45 random


effects, whereas the simulation model used 81 years of random effects for the analysis of COS and PA.
