Literacy skills are essential to participate fully in society, develop
one’s knowledge, and reach one’s full potential.

According to a recent international survey of adult skills (PIAAC), the
literacy skill level of U.S. adults is just at the international
average of adults in 22 participating countries.

Of particular importance to the U.S. are the PIAAC findings regarding
the skill level of our 16- to 24-year-old young adults.

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During the next 30 to 40 years, as our older workers
retire, today’s young adults will become the majority of
the U.S. workforce, the main participants in civil society,

and the parents of the next generation. investing in targeted
education and training opportunities for these young adults and improving the
quality of initial education for future generations will better prepare our workforce
to meet the demands of the global 21%-century economy.
