e Streamflows are running below
normal across the upper Allegheny,
lower Monongahela, upper Ohio and
the Muskingum River basins despite
recent rainfall.

e Groundwater wells remain below
normal in PA and northern WV,
though there has been some
improvement.

e Reservoirs are beginning to see a
response to the recent precipitation,
with some improvement in those
locations that are well below winter
pool.
